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Bribe Payers Index (BPI) 2008

The 2008 BPI ranks 22 of the world's wealthiest and economically dominant countries by the likelihood of their
firms to bribe abroad. It is based on the informed observations of 2,742 senior business executives from
companies in 26 developed and developing countries, selected on the size of their imports and inflows of foreign
direct investment. The combined global exports of goods and services and outflows of foreign direct investment
of the 22 countries ranked in the 2008 BPI represented 75 percent of the world total in 2006.

The higher the score for the country, the lower the likelihood of companies from this country to engage in bribery
when doing business abroad - extract below of best and worst performers.

Financial review

Total expenditure (£358,781) in 2007/08 was about £35,000 lower
than in 2006/07. There was a decline of about £49,000 in
expenditure on charitable activities. These decreases in expenditure
reflected the cautious approach adopted by Trustees and
Management in response to uncertainties that arose in relation

to TI(UK)'s future funding for its core operations in July 2007.
There was an increase in expenditure on governance by about
£15,000. This mainly reflected the cost of commissioning an
external review of TI(UK) with a view to increasing the
organisation’s profile and fundraising capacity. Total income in
2007/08 was £403,995. This was significantly higher than in
2006/07 (£279,686) because of: higher disbursements for the
Defence Against Corruption Programme from DFID; a contribution
of £50,000 from the TI Secretariat in Berlin; and donations from

philanthropic, corporate and individual donors amounting to

£37,500, which were earmarked for a new senior post in TI(UK) to

strengthen capacity for fundraising and communications. A surplus
(unrestricted funds) of £7,714 was carried forward to 2008/09. The
total year-end balance in 2007/08 was £148,225, of which £37,500

represented restricted funds.

Reserves policy
It is the Trustees' policy to retain reserves equivalent to
a minimum of 3 months' operating costs. At present,

the charity's level of reserves is in line with this policy.
